Tharu indigenous peoples loose their traditional culture values

Expenditure: $6.56 Billion = NRs. 755 Billion
Forest Felling: 2.4 Million trees

Carbon, Ongen, Forest Product, Nitrogen, Phosphorus, Potassium etc. lost every year
NRs. 231 Billion

Compensatory Plantation 1:25 in 38,274 Hectares cost = NRs. 21.21 Billion
Forest Product Market Value = NRs. 594 Billion

* 500 species of birds

e 23 endangered flora

e 22 endangered wild life

e Adjoining to Parsa National Park
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Environmental Aspects

* Irrigation and drinking water
* 3,900 Hectares Irrigated
e Supported 400 Fish ponds
e Water supply for 1.2 million people

* This forest area main route to movement of wild elephant

* If this forestis removing 600,000 forest users use Chure Bhavar forest
causing siltation, soil erosion, reduction in water supply will cause
desertification of agriculture land
